6. Discussion regarding Act 358 (https://docs.legis.wisconsin.gov/2013/related/acts/358) relating to professional land surveyors, changes to platting, surveying and certified survey maps, etc.  Frank Thousand and Renee Powers both indicated the process and implementation of electronically recording plats and CSMs needs to be figured out, as many issues need to be resolved (ie, paper size, signatures, recorded vs filed in s.59.43(8)).  Committee discussed process Registers of Deeds (RODs) use to electronically record documents.  Renee invited Sharon to participate in a discussion panel during workshops held in Wisconsin Dells on May 30.  Sharon will draft outline detailing electronically recording TPPs.   Act 358 also increases number of lots on CSM, indicating it was the surveyor’s responsibility to verify whether local ordinance was passed to allow additional lots.  Act 358 does not apply to residential property.
7.  Electronic Notary update – 
a. Sharon is participating in a PRIA workgroup that meets via conference call once a month.  Group is writing white paper outlining land records, recordable documents, notarial acts and values, electronic signatures, etc.  Paper may take months.
b. Marc Aronson will speak at WRDA Summer conference.
c. Jodi volunteered to follow-up on WRDA’s fall 2013 motion to see legislation to address electronic signatures; Jodi will gather all notes and correspondence for next conference call before working with Assistant Attorney General Clayton Kawski to ensure we formalize the correct wording for the AG letter.
