6. Electronic Notary update – 
a. Marc Aronson – in 23 states notarization is electronically enabled, they view a notary is a notary whether the signature is wet or electronic.  Ohio and Wisconsin have given no direction at this time; Ohio will give no legal advice and suggests they call private counsel.
7. Legislation and Attorney General Clarification Request – discussion whether or not the council should seek further clarification on electronic notarization.
a. Cathy Williquette Lindsay an original member of the WI Electronic Recording Council explained the reason eNotary was a concern was due to the frequent mention of tamper evident technology in the original PRIA white paper.  How does the register know if the electronic notarization was properly executed by a secure process not just a stamp on the document?
b. Lisa Walker had the opportunity to listen to Marc Aronson and Scott Moore at the Fidlar Workshop – she relayed that we recognize UETA and the registers responsibility is to ensure that the document is in recordable format and to record.  The register is not responsible to determine the validity of the document; that would be for court action.
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Lisa Petersen indicated that the individual title and lending companies will need to set their own regulations on what types of electronic signature each insurer would accept/insure.
d. Motion by Tyson Fettes, second by John Wilcox: No further legislation is required to accept electronic notaries as Wisconsin recognizes the Uniform Electronic Transaction Act (UETA) which gives legal recognition to electronic signatures. Motion carries.
8. Chapter 137.12(2r)(b) – can we electronically record, default, acceleration, repossession, foreclosure…
a. Both Lisa Peterson and John Wilcox interpret this only applies to “noticing” the entity, nothing to do with the recording of the documents – no action necessary
9. Staci Hoffman will work on updating the trusted submitter agreement for the electronic vendors with Sharon Martins help. 
10. Other announcements relating to electronic recording – none.
